Corrugated Cardboard Boxes 
and Brown Paper Bags 
Please flatten & remove 
plastic or metal.  
 

 

PAPER & MAIL 

All White and Colored Paper, 
paper received in mail, 
school & office paper. 

 

STEEL CANS 

Food Cans-Please rinse and 
leave labels on cans.  
 No aerosol or paint cans. 
 

 

ALUMINUM 

Aluminum Beverage Cans-
Beverage Cans ONLY.   
No aluminum foils or pie 
pans. 
 

 

PLASTIC #2 HDPE 

#2 Milk, Detergent, Bleach, & 
other Bottles & Jugs.  Look for 
#2 on bottom of container.   
No motor oil or antifreeze 
container. No plastic grocery 
bags. 

 

PLASTIC #1 PETE 

#1 Clear & Green Soda 
Bottles & Other Jars 
Look for #1 on bottom of 
container.  No plastic 
grocery bags 

 
 

GLASS 

Clear, Brown, & Green Bottles 
& Jars.  N o bulbs, ceramics
